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In Milan, particularly in the area earmarked for agriculture, Parco Sud, an infrastructure should arise to furnish this northern Italian city with an efficient and effective food chain. To do so, the Nutire Milano project aims to design a sustainable and innovative form of urban agriculture. Even though Parco Sud is the largest agricultural park in all Europe, it hardly plays a role for the residents of Milan seeking high-quality food products. Until now, these are only sourced from other regions. 

Nutire Milano wishes to stimulate collaboration between local producers so as to create an economic support base. The project should moreover contribute to restoring the relationship between the city and the rural areas where food is produced. The project seeks to build up an urban food chain based as much as possible on short supply lines. Producers are encouraged to use sustainable agricultural methods.
