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The Underground Boerenmarkt (‘Farmers market’) – described by the organisers as an ‘homage to the home producer and his/her micro-product’ – has been popping up every so often since the spring of 2010. Here, small-scale ‘kitchen sink producers’ sell their home-made sausages, cakes, jams, and so on. In June 2011 the event enjoyed its fourth edition already, at a location that, as always, was announced only shortly before the set date on the website talkinfood.nl and Twitter.

Inspired by the example of American and British organisers, the Underground Boerenmarkt aims to provide a platform for the New Farmer: the man or woman who, with love and care and with respect for the earth, animals and humans, produces food on a very small scale as a reaction to the industrialisation of food production.
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
