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‘For the people, by the people’: with that motto, a cooperatively organised supermarket has been operating in London since 2010. The People’s Supermarket forges a sustainable link between food producers and city dwellers. The initiative seeks to achieve commercial viability but is at the same time a social venture: it wishes to contribute to the cohesion and development of local communities. The shop offers an alternative network for the distribution and sale of affordable, high-quality and healthy food products. 

The People’s Supermarket was deliberately set up as a cooperative. Members pay an annual contribution and in turn are entitled to a discount on their purchases and have a say in the shop’s policy. As opposed to the regular customers, members are also expected to work in the shop for at least half a day each month. 

This year The People’s Supermarket won an Ethical Award, awarded by the British newspaper The Observer.
