Pioneered by Yale University, there are now several American universities that run their own food cooperative. The Sustainable Food Project sprang from the realisation of how all sorts of issues concerning health, education, the environment and world economy relate to how we produce and consume food. 
To change this the students decided to start with making the school canteen sustainable.
The project involves the academic community in running an organic farm on the university campus, and participates in providing sustainable meals at the university dining halls. It also organises programmes geared to scientific research in the food and agriculture sector. 

By embedding food, agriculture and sustainability in the lives of Yale students, the Sustainable Food Project enhances their awareness of these issues, so that they may later introduce important changes in their own domestic and work environments.
