(Solidaire AankoopGroepen voor Associatieve Landbouw)

In and around Brussels, SAGAL functions as a network connecting small-scale agriculture in the vicinity to a community of, by now, around 3000 households. This community supporter agriculture system works as follows: a group of (on average) 15 households concludes a contract with one or more farmers to supply them with fruits and vegetables every week. They consult to decide what crops to grow per season, and for what price the produce will be sold. Farmers and customers share the risk of a poor harvest. 

This form of mutual solidarity is an important underlying principle for SAGAL. Through solidarity contracts, it aims to provide an alternative for the current system of food production, distribution and consumption, which operates on the principle of profit only. The participating farmers engage in a form of artisan agriculture that satisfies social, economic and ecological criteria.
