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An educational project is under development that aims to incorporate the ‘National Landscape South Limburg’ in the school curriculum. Jointly with partners, CNME Maastricht and surrounding region first evaluated the teaching methods of a number schools, and then sought practice-oriented supplementary lessons focusing on three themes: City, Countryside and Food; Experiencing Nature; and Landscaping. The project has been piloted in several schools since 2010.
An important part of the project is the so-called 2km analysis: in a radius of around 2km around the school, dedicated volunteers help investigate local enterprise (farms, nature areas, playgrounds, allotment gardens, factories, country manors, etc.). How have these various elements influenced the landscape, today and in the past? 
As soon as the lessons address one of the themes, the pupils are brought into contact with people and organisations that are actively engaged with that theme in the vicinity. In that way, a personal relationship is fostered between the individual pupil and the surrounding landscape. 
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
