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Foodscape Schilderswijk is dedicated to creating edible landscapes in public spaces in The Hague’s Schilderswijk district. It is a new form of landscape architecture based on permaculture principles. ‘Visual greenery’ is reclaimed and transformed into visually attractive edible greenery, with the assistance of community organisations and residents. 
Since the project’s launch in 2009 (as part of the multi-year Foodprint programme), some 50 fruit trees have been planted, and on sites previously viewed as no man’s land berry bushes, artichokes, rhubarb and hundreds of different herbs flourish. 
Through the role that both young and older adjacent residents play in this food production, social relations quite naturally emerge, as does a shared care and concern for the regenerated public spaces.
Foodscape Schilderswijk is developed by Stichting Urbaniahoeve, Social Design Lab for Urban Agriculture, in collaboration with art and architecture centre Stroom (The Hague), as part of the multi-year programme ‘Foodprint, food for the city’.
