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The ‘Princesses Garden’ arose in the summer of 2009 on a piece of land in Berlin’s Kreuzberg district that had lain wasted for more than 50 years. The Nomadisch Grün (‘Nomadic Green’) group, founded by filmmaker Robert Shaw and historian Marco Clausen, managed to obtain a temporary lease contract, and with the assistance of neighbourhood residents, friends and activists, conducted a major cleanup. Since then, the plot serves to cultivate herbs and vegetables. The organic farm is entirely mobile, so if the lease contract were to be terminated, the crates, tetrapacks and flour bags in which the crops are cultivated can be transported to a new location. With this form of mobile gardening, unused urban spaces can be transformed into agricultural zones and green meeting points, for shorter or longer periods. It enables the creation of adventurous spots where new visions on a sustainable city can simultaneously be researched and experienced. The garden provides a relaxing environment for the local residents, and they can enjoy the fresh produce in a small restaurant.
