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The ‘District of Tomorrow’ is an initiative in which education and research parties collaborate with entrepreneurs and public authorities. The goal of the project is to develop and apply new techniques in creating a sustainable neighbourhood, consisting of four archetypes for sustainable buildings. The location is the cross-border Avantis European Science & Business Park in the Heerlen/Aachen region. 
Newly developed technologies for sustainable construction and energy facilities that prove successful in Avantis can also be implemented in other neighbourhoods and buildings in the region. 
The project fulfils an exemplary role in many areas. Thus, the method used in the design education concerning the buildings of the Wijk van Morgen will now be replicated in a new European education programme. Other regions have also expressed interest in advice on developing their own Districts of Tomorrow. And the way in which the plan incorporates sustainable energy facilities has been distinguished with a Sustainable Energy Award. In September of this year, the first of the four sustainable buildings is opened.
