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Rising levels of seawater are affecting the harbour and coastline of New York City. For this reason, the Museum of Modern Art and the Contemporary Art Center P.S.I. decided to involve designers in developing new scenarios for the city’s coastal zones. Scape Studio was one of the participants in the Rising Currents project.

Landscape architects and urban developers from Scape Studio focused on the Bay Ridge Flats area in Brooklyn. Their proposal involved the design of a substructure in shallow water to support oyster culture. A watery park can then be established surrounding this structure, once again affording city dwellers direct contact with the waterfront. The oyster culture moreover ensures the availability of fresh food and stimulates the area’s biodiversity. Additionally, the mussels contribute significantly to purifying the water in the harbour. In the vicinity of the project, neighbourhoods can evolve that are, as per tradition, oriented on the waterfront. 
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
