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The starting point for ‘Vegetables from Amsterdam’ is the awareness that, for the current city inhabitant, both the physical and psychological distance to our food is too large. New technological approaches, such as that developed by PlantLab, can offer a solution.

The company has introduced a method of cultivation that makes food production possible anywhere in the world: even in the middle of the city, for instance by repurposing empty office buildings. This is done on a small or large scale. This means that cultivation is no longer ground-based but stackable, reducing water consumption by 90%. Energy consumption will be decreased by the installation of solar panels and LED lighting. Pesticides are taboo. 

De Groenten uit Amsterdam is opens the first Dutch urban nursery according to the PlantLab concept this summer. Food production will take place in the direct vicinity of the consumer, restricting the need for transportation. Another advantage is that the proximity to customers allows for demand-driven production, resulting in fewer surpluses.
