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In Ghent’s inner city, small temporary hothouses have been popping up since some time, inviting the residents to use them to cultivate vegetables. Once a hothouse is taken into use, it is replaced by a larger model, or what is called a ‘liveable atrium’, to serve as a social meeting point. The smaller model then moves on to another location in the city, in search of new users. 
With her ‘Vegetable route’ project, Vaidi Plovie, Master’s student in Interior Architecture at the Sint-Lucas art academy, seeks to offer Ghent residents the opportunity to engage in horticulture in their own city. The more people participate, the more visible the Vegetable Route will become. Plovie anticipates that the project, in a next phase, will not only provide for public spaces where the city dweller can garden, but perhaps also in larger atriums where users can spend their time and build new social relations.
